THE GOVERNMENT OF THE ARAB REPUBLIC OF EGYPT
AND
THE AFRICAN UNION DEVELOPMENT AGENCY-NEW
PARTNERSHIP FOR AFRICA’S DEVELOPMENT (AUDA-NEPAD)

ON THE HOSTING OF THE AUDA-NEPAD CENTRE OF

EXCELLENCE ON CLIMATE CHANGE RESILIENCE AND
ADAPTATION (AUDA-NEPAD CRAC)
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The Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt hereinafter referred to
as the “Government” or “Host Country” of the one hand;

and

The African Union Development Agency-New Partnership for Africa’s
Development (AUDA- NEPAD), hereinafter referred to as “the Agency”
of the other hand

Hereinafter collectively referred to as “the Parties”

MINDFUL that the AUDA-NEPAD is the Development Agency of the
African Union founded in 2019 as a successor to the NEPAD Planning and
Coordinating Agency which was established in 2001.

RECALLING the adoption of Decision Assembly/AU/Dec.691(XXXI)
by the Thirty First Ordinary Session of the African Union which approved
the establishment of AUDA-NEPAD as the Development Agency of the

African Union, with its own legal identity, defined by its own statute, to

deliver on the continent’s development priorities.

NOTING the endorsement by African Heads of State and Government
in 2019 for the establishment of five Centres of Excellence (CoEs) in the
five sub-regions-Eastern, Western, Central, Northern and Southern Africa,
and the strides made by AUDA-NEPAD in that regard.

CONSIDERING the General Convention on the Privileges and
Immunities of the Organization of African Unity and the Additional
Protocol to the OAU Convention on the Privileges and Immunities;

RECALLING the Criteria for Hosting Organs of the African Union
adopted by the Seventh Ordinary Session of the Executive Council and
endorsed by the Fifth Ordinary Session of the Assembly held in Sirte,
Libya, from 1 to 2 July, and from 4 to 5 July 2005, respectively.

WHEREAS the Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt has offered
to host the AUDA- NEPAD Centre of Excellence on Climate Resilience
and Adaptation and any other institutions that may be agreed upon between
the AUDA-NEPAD and the Arab Republic of Egypt in the future.
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RECOGNISING the need to establish a governing agreement between
the Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt and the African Union
outlining the privileges and immunities and other facilities to be accorded
to the AUDA-NEPAD;

This preamble shall be considered an integral part of this agreement
HAVE AGREED as follows:

DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of this Agreement, the following terms and expressions
shall have the meaning assigned to them:

“Agreement” means the Host Agreement between the Arab Republic
of Egypt and the African Union Development Agency;

“Appropriate Egyptian Authorities” refers to such national, country
or other authorities of the Arab Republic of Egypt, as may be appropriate
within the Laws of Egypt;

“Archives” includes records, correspondence, documents, manuscripts,
still and motion pictures, films and sound recordings, electronic records,
belonging to, or held by, AUDA-NEPAD and AU institutions in furtherance
of the AU’s official functions;

“AU” means the African Union established by the Constitutive Act of
the African Union adopted on 11 July 2000, which entered into force on
26 May 2001;

“AUDA-NEPAD” means the African Union Development Agency-
New Partnership for Africa’s Development;

“Dependents” means the spouse and minor children of officials
recognized as a dependent by the -African Union;

“Government” means the Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt;

“Experts “mean individuals, other than officials, who owing to their
special qualifications are recruited on a temporary basis to perform a
specific assignment for AUDA-NEPAD or AU institutions:

“Host Country/State” means the Arab Republic of Egypt;
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“’Laws of Egypt” include the Constitution, legislative acts, decrees,
regulations or orders issued by or under the authority of the Government
or appropriate Egyptian authorities,

“Officials” means the duly appointed: Heads and all members of staff
of AUDA-NEPAD and AU institutions irrespective of nationality, except
those recruited locally on hourly rates of pay, as defined in the Staff
Regulations and Rules of the African Union;

“Official correspondence and communication” means all
correspondence relating to the Official functions of AUDA-NEPAD and
AU institutions;

“AUDA-NEPAD CRAC/ AUDA NEPAD Centre” means African
Union Development Agency- New Partnership for Africa’s Development
-Centre of Excellence on Climate Change Resilience and Adaptation
Centre;

’Premises” means buildings and parts of the building and the land
ancillary thereto which at any given time are in fact lawfully occupied
and used by AUDA-NEPAD irrespective of ownership and includes
any other land or property which may from time to time be defined in
supplemental agreements to be concluded between the AUDA-NEPAD
and the Government;

“Property” means all premises and assets, belonging to AUDA-
NEPAD or held or administered by AUDA-NEPAD in furtherance of
official functions;

ARTICLE 1
PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF THE HOST AGREEMENT

1. This Agreement shall regulate matters relating to or arising out of
the establishment and proper functioning of AUDA-NEPAD Centre
of Excellence on Climate Change Resilience and Adaptation (AUDA-
NEPAD CRAC)

2. It shall inter alia provide for the long-term stability and independence
of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC and its relationship with the Host Country, in
the territory of the Host Country.
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ARTICLE 2
HOSTING AUDA-NEPAD OFFICES IN EGYPT
1. The Parties have agreed that the following AUDA-NEPAD Centre
of Excellence on Climate Change Resilience and Adaptation (AUDA-
NEPAD CRAC/ AUDA-NEPAD Centre).be hosted in the Arab Republic
of Egypt from where it shall carry out its activities:
ARTICLE 3
THE SEAT
1. The Host Country, in accordance with the African Union (AU)
hosting standards, shall provide at its own expense, permanent and secure
premises for AUDA-NEPAD CRAC to serve as its quarters in the Host
Country.
ARTICLE 4
FLAG, EMBLEM AND MARKINGS
1. The Host Country recognizes the right of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC to
display within the Host Country, the African Union’s flag, its emblem and
distinctive signs inside its premises, on its properties, on its vehicles and
on any means of transport designated for its official use.
ARTICLE 5
LEGAL STATUS
1. The AUDA-NEPAD CRAC in the territory of the Arab Republic
of Egypt shall possess juristic personality and legal capacity as may be
necessary to operate effectively for the exercise of its official functions
and the fulfilment of its purposes. In particular, the AUDA-NEPAD Centre
shall have the legal personality and capacity to:
1. enter into contracts;
ii. to institute legal proceedings and participate in legal proceedings and
processes, subject to the provisions of this Agreement and the provisions
of the General Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the

Organization of African Unity.
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iii. acquire, hold or dispose off movable and immovable properties in
accordance with the laws of Egypt or such other arrangements as may
be agreed upon with the Government, subject to the provisions of the
General Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the Organization
of African Unity.

2. AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall be governed in accordance with the
provisions of the Statutes of African Union Development Agency-New
Partnership for Africa’s Development and the applicable legal instruments
of the African Union. To that end, the Host Country shall guarantee the
AUDA-NEPAD CRAC, its staff and its structures with institutional
freedom and autonomy, necessary to carry out its mission.

3. For the purposes of this Agreement, the head of AUDA-NEPAD
or a designated representative acting on his or her behalf shall represent
AUDA-NEPAD CRAC.

ARTICLE 6
PREMISES, PROPERTY, UTILITIES, FACILITIES AND
ARCHIVES OF AUDA- NEPAD CRAC
1. The Host Country shall at its own expense provide a structure
with secure, furnished, equipped office premises for the scat of the AUDA-
NEPAD CRAC in Cairo, on the basis of the objective requirements of
office space.

2.The Host Country shall provide where applicable to thehead of AUDA -
NEPAD a copy of the lease agreement or title deed and other agreements/
contracts in relation to the premises. In case of a lease agreement, it should
provide for periodic repair and maintenance of the premises.

3. Upon proper consultation and request of the Host Country, the
head of AUDA-NEPAD or an official designated by him/her shall make
suitable arrangements to enable the duly authorized representatives of the
appropriate public services or identified and cleared contractors to inspect,

repair, maintain, reconstruct and relocate utilities, conduits, mains and
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sewers on the premises under conditions which shall not unreasonably
disturb the carrying out of the functions of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC.

4. With the view to meet the functional needs of the AUDA-NEPAD
CRAC, the Host Country» shall avail access and usage to AUDA-NEPAD
CRAC, at the most favourable rate the following:

a) Postal, telephone and telegraphic services, electricity, water, gas,
sewage, waste collection and disposal, fire protection, security, cleaning
and other facilities.

b) Housing, hotel accommodation, hospitals, other health facilities,
infrastructure which includes roads, schools, colleges, universities, hotels
and airlines.

5. The premises of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall be solely available
for the Agency to carry out its activities and thereby achieve the Agency’s
objectives. The Government officials and agents shall only be given access
rights to carry out any official «<duties> upon request, and after consultation
and cooperation from the Chief Executive Officer of AUDA-NEPAD or
his/her designated representative, the head of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC.

6. In the case of natural disaster, fire or any other emergency constituting
an immediate threat to human life and to the premises, the consent of
the Chief Executive Officer of the AUDA-NEPAD or his/her designated
representative 1s presumed if he/she cannot be reached in time and the
Government needs to take prompt, protective or remedial action.

The Government shall ensure the protection and security of the
AUDA-NEPAD CRAC premises.

The archives of AUDA-NEPAD, AU institutions and in general all
documents belonging to it or held by the AU shall be inviolable wherever
located.

7. The premises of AUDA-NEPAD Centre should be accorded the status
of diplomatic premises and treated as such by the Host Country.
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ARTICLE 7
INVIOLABILITY OF THE PREMISES, ASSETS AND
TRANSACTIONS

1. The AUDA-NEPAD CRAC, its funds and assets, archives and in
general all documents shall be inviolable.

2. The competent authorities shall not enter the premises of the AUDA-
NEPAD CRAC to perform any official duty, except with the express
consent or at the request of the Chief Executive Office of AUDA-NEPAD
or his designated representative.

3. The inviolability provided for in this Article shall apply mutatis
mutandis to the residence of the head of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC, as well
as the employees of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC.

4. Nothing in this Host Agreement shall prevent the reasonable
application by the appropriate authorities of measures for the protection
of the premises against natural disaster, fire, or any other emergency
requiring prompt protective or remedial action as provided for in this Host
Agreement.

ARTICLE 8
FREEDOM OF FINANCIAL ASSETS FROM RESTRICTION

1. Without being restricted by financial controls, regulations or moratoria
of any kind, the AUDA-NEPAD CRAC may:

1. Freely purchase or receive any currency, funds, cash, gold and other
transferable securities through authorized channels and hold and dispose
them off;

ii. Operate accounts in any currency and Transfer its currency, funds,
gold and other transferable securities to or from the Host Country, to or
from any other country, or within Egypt and convert any currency held by
it into any other currency.

2. The officials of the AUDA-NEPAD shall be accorded, in respect of
currency and exchange regulations, the same facilities as are accorded to
AU offices in Cairo.
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ARTICLE 9
EXEMPTION FROM TAXES AND DUTIES

1. The AUDA-NEPAD CRAC, its property, assets and income within
the Arab Republic of Egypt shall be exempt from:

a) Direct taxes, which includes, inter alia, income tax, capital tax,
corporation tax, as well as taxes levied by local and provincial authorities.

b) Customs duties and taxes in respect of goods, including publications
whose import or export by the AUDA-NEPAD CRAC is necessary for the
exercise of its official activities.

¢) Value added tax paid on any goods, including services of substantial
value, which are necessary for its official activities. Such claims for
exemption will be made only in respect of goods or services supplied on a
recurring basis or involving considerate expenditure.

d) It is understood, however, that articles imported under such exemption
will not be sold in the host country, except under conditions agreed upon
with the appropriate authorities.

e) All compulsory contributions to any social security scheme of the
Host Country.

2. In particular, the staff members of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC, who are
not nationals of the Host Country or not permanent non-national residents,
shall have the right to import household and personal effects free of
custom duties and value-added tax, in accordance with the national laws
and regulations applicable to diplomatic missions.

With regards to motor vehicles exempted from custom duties and value
added tax:

a) AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall have the right to import motor vehicles
for its official use without custom duties and value added tax, in accordance
with the nature of work and size of AUDA- NEPAD CRAC, and consistent

with the rules applicable on diplomatic missions in the Host Country.
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b) The AUDA-NEPAD CRAC staff members, who are non-nationals of
the Host Country and not permanent non-national residents, shall have the
right to import duty free and exempt from value-added tax one (1) car for
unmarried staff members and two (2) cars for married staftf members, for
personal use in accordance with the rules applicable to diplomatic envoys
to the Host Country of a similar category under international law.

¢) These vehicles may be replaced free of custom duties and exempt
from value-added tax when the vehicle is written off due to compelling
circumstances in accordance with relevant national laws and regulations.

ARTICLE 10
COMMUNICATION FACILITIES

1. In respect of its official communications and correspondence,
AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall enjoy a treatment no less favourable than
that accorded by the Host Country to diplomatic missions, in terms of
priority, tariff or taxes on mail and various forms of communication and
transmission.

2. AUDA-NEPAD may install and use wireless transmitters.

3. AUDA-NEPAD shall have the right to use codes for its official
communications and correspondence and shall be entitled to send or
communicate by mail, closed consignments or any other form and
enjoy the same privileges and immunities as are accorded to diplomatic
communications and diplomatic pouches. Diplomatic bags must clearly
carry the emblem of the African Union (AU) and contain only documents
and objects intended for official use. Correspondence shall be accompanied
by a “letter of communication” issued by the African Union.

4. All official correspondence and communications to or from the
AUDA-NEPAD CRAC, by whatever means and in whatever form
transmitted or received, shall be immune from censorship and any other

form of interception or interference.
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ARTICLE 11
PUBLICATION

1. AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall have the right to publish freely within
the territory of the Host Country in conformity with this Agreement any
information or other material relating to its functions, provided this is done
in compliance with national and international regulations on the protection
of intellectual property rights.

2. AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall have the right to establish and operate
research, documentation and other technical facilities in the territory of
the Host Country and shall have the right to install and operate such at the
premises.

3. For its official purposes, AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall be entitled
to use transportation operated by the Host Country at the same rates and
treatment as may be granted to resident diplomatic missions.

ARTICLE 12
4 TRANSPORTATION

a. Aircraft operated by or for AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall be exempt
from all charges, except « those for actual service rendered, and from
fees or taxes incidental to the landing at, parking on or taking off from an
aerodrome of the Host Country.

2. Any vessel operated by or for AUDA-NFPAD CRAC shall be exempt
from all charges, except those for actual service rendered, and from fees
or taxes incidental to the docking at or sailing away from any dock in the
Host Country.

ARTICLE 13
VISA, PERMITS, ACCESS, TRANSIT AND RESIDENCE

1. The Host Country shall take all necessary measures to facilitate
arrival/entry into, sojourn, transit and departure from the Host Country of
the AUDA-NEPAD CRAC officials, including but not limited to invited

experts, their spouses, dependants, relatives residing with and dependant
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on them, officials of the African Union, and other persons invited to the
premises of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC on official business, in compliance with
the existing regulations of the Host Country and the General Convention
on the Privileges and Immunities of the Organization of African Unity.

2. Subject to the above provision, the Host Country shall issue visas,
work permits and dependant passes gratis for officials of AUDA-NEPAD
CRAC, their dependents, invited experts and officials of AU organs in
accordance with the existing regulations of the Host Country the General
Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the Organization of
African Unity.

3. Where required, applications for visas shall be processed by the
competent authorities of the Host Country as promptly as possible and be
granted free of charge.

ARTICLE 14
PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES

I. The premises, property, funds and assets of AUDA-NEPAD shall
be immune from legal processes, search, requisition, confiscation,
expropriation and any other form of interference or seizure, whether by
executive, administrative, judicial or legislative action, except in so far as
in any particular case the African Union has expressly waived its immunity,
it being understood, however, that this waiver shall not extend to any acts
of execution.

2. Officials of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall enjoy, within and with
respect to the Host Country, privileges, immunities, and facilities when
engaged on or with respect to the business of AUDA- NEPAD CRAC.
They shall inter-alia enjoy:

a. immunity from legal process of any kind with respect to words spoken
or written, and all acts done by them in their official capacity, it being
understood that such immunity shall continue notwithstanding that the
persons may no longer be performing duties on behalf of AUDA-NEPAD

or may no longer be present in the Host Country.
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b. personal inviolability, including immunity from arrest or detention.

c. immunity from criminal, civil and administrative jurisdiction in
conformity with the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations and the
General Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the Organization
of African Unity.

d. immunity from the seizure of their personal and official baggage.

e. exemption with respect to themselves, their dependants and immediate
families residing with them, and their personal employees who are not
citizens or permanent residents of the Host Country, from immigration
restrictions and alien registration requirements, as accorded to resident
diplomatic missions in the Host Country.

f. exemption from taxation and social contributions on salaries,
emoluments or allowances paid to-them by AUDA-NEPAD CRAC;

g. the same privileges with respect to exchange facilities and the right
to operate foreign currency accounts and to own foreign securities as
accorded to other officials of comparable rank in diplomatic missions and
international organizations in the Host Country;

h. accorded on termination of employment, and while employed by
AUDA-NEPAD, the right to transfer funds out of the Host Country in any
foreign currency under conditions no less favourable than those afforded
to officials and staff of diplomatic missions of comparable status;

1. exception from national service obligations;

j.the same protection and repatriation facilities with respect to themselves
and dependants, as are accorded in time of national or international crisis
to members having comparable rank of the diplomatic missions accredited
to the Arab Republic of Egypt;

k. enjoy freedom of movement in the host state while undertaking
official engagements except in security and restricted zones.

3. The officials of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall enjoy the privileges and

immunities guaranteed by the provisions of the General Convention on the
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Privileges and Immunities of the Organization of African Unity, and the
relevant provisions of the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations.

4. Other privileges and immunities shall be accorded to the employees
of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC, which should commensurate with the privileges
accorded to officials of comparable ranks in diplomatic missions in the
Host Country.

5. The privileges and immunities provided for in this Agreement are
granted to the officials in the interest of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC and not for
the personal benefit of the individuals themselves.

6. Without prejudice to the privileges and immunities, it is the duty of
all persons enjoying such privileges and immunities to respect the laws
and regulations of the Host Country.

7. All officials of AUDA-NEPAD shall be provided by the Host
Country with a special identity card certifying that they are officials of
AUDA-NEPAD CRAC, enjoying the privileges and immunities specified
in this Agreement, and in the General Convention on the Privileges and
Immunities of the Organization of African Unity.

ARTICLE 15
PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES OF EXPERTS AND
CONSULTANTS

1. Experts and consultants on missions for the AUDA-NEPAD CRAC,
except the nationals and permanent non-national residents of the Host
Country, shall be accorded such privileges and immunities as are necessary
for the independent and proper exercise of their functions during the period
of their missions, including the time spent on journeys in connection with
their missions. In particular, they shall:

a) Be immune from personal arrest and detention;

b) Enjoy inviolability of all papers, documents, and records in whatever

form, including computer generated documents;
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c¢) Be accorded the same facilities in respect of currency or exchange
restrictions as are accorded to representatives of foreign governments on
temporary official missions.

d) Be accorded the same protection and repatriation facilities with
respect to themselves, their spouses and dependant relatives and other
members of the family as are accorded in time of international crises or
national emergencies to diplomatic envoys.

e) Be immune from any legal processes in respect of words spoken or
written and all acts performed by them in their official capacity.

f) For the purposes of communicating with AUDA-NEPAD CRAC,
have the right to receive papers and correspondence by courier or in sealed
bags, and;

g) Enjoy the same immunities and facilities in respect of their personal
baggage as are accorded to diplomatic envoys.

2. The terms and conditions of privileges and immunities, including
exemptions from taxes and customs charges do not apply to any experts on
missions who are holders of Egyptian nationality or foreigners who have
permanent residence in Egypt.

3. The Government shall accord experts and consultants the following
privileges and immunities for the effective exercise of their functions:

a. provision of entry visas and work permits gratis for the duration
of their temporary stay while performing official missions. The experts,
however, shall be required to complete entry and exit forms which they
shall present for identification and surrender;

b. immunity from legal process of any kind with respect to words
spoken or written, and all acts done by them in their official capacity, it
being understood that such immunity shall continue notwithstanding that
the persons may no longer be performing missions on behalf of AUDA-
NEPAD or may no longer be present in the Host Country;

¢. immunity from personal arrest and detention with regard to authorised

actions and omissions undertaken in their official capacity;
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d. inviolability for official papers and documents;

e. the same privileges with respect to exchange facilities and the
right to operate foreign currency accounts and to own foreign securities
as accorded to officials of comparable rank of diplomatic missions and
international organizations.

f. the same protection and repatriation facilities with respect to
themselves as are accorded in time of national or international crisis
to members having comparable rank of the missions accredited to the
Republic of Egypt;

4. The officials who are not of Egyptian nationality and the officials who
are not foreigners who hold permanent residence in Egypt shall enjoy the
immunities and privileges provided for in terms of the General Convention
on the Privileges and Immunities of the Organization of African Unity. To
the extent agreed upon by the parties, the experts may enjoy the immunities
and privileges provided for in the General Convention on the Privileges
and Immunities of the Organization of African Unity.

ARTICLE 16

PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES OF PERSONS ATTENDING

MEETINGS AND CONFERENCES ORGANIZED BY AUDA-
NEPAD CRAC

1. Any representative, of the Governments of the AU Member States
or other persons attending a meeting or conference organized by AUDA-
NEPAD in Egypt shall be entitled to the following:

a. provision of entry visas gratis. The persons shall however be
required to complete entry II and exit forms which they shall present for
identification and surrender;

b. immunity from legal process of any kind with respect to words spoken
or written and /,? official acts done by them in their official capacity during
the duration of the meeting or conference, it being understood that such
immunity shall continue notwithstanding that the persons may no longer
be present in the Host Country;

c. inviolability for all their papers and documents.
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ARTICLE 17
PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES OF GOVERNMENT
REPRESENTATIVES

1. Representatives of AU Member States participating in the work of
AUDA-NEPAD CRAC while performing their official functions in the
Host Country or in any conference which may be convened by AUDA-
NEPAD CRAC at the premises shall be entitled in the territory of the
Host Country, while exercising their functions and during their travel to
and from the Host Country, to the same privileges and immunities as are
accorded to diplomatic envoys of comparable rank under international law.

2. Representatives of non-African States accredited to AUDA-NEPAD,
separately from representation to the Host Country, participating in the
work of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC or in any conference which may be
convened by AUDA-NEPAD CRAC at the premises in the Host Country,
while exercising their functions and during their travel to and from the
Host Country, shall be entitled to the same privileges and immunities as
are accorded to diplomatic envoys of comparable rank under international
law.

3. AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall communicate to the host country a list
of officials referred to above and shall revise the list from time to time as
may be necessary.

ARTICLE 18
PERSONS ON MISSION ON BEHALF OF AUDA-NEPAD
CRAC

1. Persons performing missions on behalf of AUDA-NEPAD and the
African Union (AU) shall enjoy the privileges, immunities and facilities
under Article 9 of the General Convention accorded as necessary for the
independent exercise of their functions during the period of their mission
to the Host Country.

2. The privileges and immunities granted to persons performing
missions for the African Union in this Agreement are in the interest of
AUDA-NEPAD CRAC and not for their personal benefit.
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ARTICLE 19
WAIVER OF IMMUNITY

1. Without prejudice to the privileges and immunities accorded by this
Host Agreement, it is the duty of all persons enjoying such privileges and
immunities to observe the laws and regulations of the Host Country.

2. Should the Host Country consider that an abuse of a privilege or
immunity conferred by this Host Agreement has occurred, the Head of
AUDA-NEPAD or his/her designated representative shall, upon request,
consult with the appropriate authorities to determine whether any such
abuse has occurred. If such consultations fail to achieve a result satisfactory
to one or both parties, the matter shall be determined by the Chairperson
of theAfrican Union Commission (AUC), in accordance with the General
Convention on Pfivileges and Immunities of the Organization of African
Unity (OAU), and the African Qnion Staff Regulations and Rules.

3. On receipt of a written request to lift the immunity, the Chairperson,
without prejudice to jthe interests of the African Union, has the right
to waive the immunity granted to an Y official, if in his/her opinion the
immunity would impeded the course of justice.

4. No personal arrest, detention, search, prohibition of movement and/
or immigration

restriction, alien registration, fingerprinting, violability of premises,
residence, chattel or vessel shall be effected against any staff of the African
Union, and AUDA-NEPAD in particular, prior to the written grant of
waiver from the Chairperson or the Executive Council, as the case may be.
ARTICLE 20
APPLICATION OF THE GENERAL CONVENTION AND THE
VIENNA CONVENTION

1. The General Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the
Organization of African Unity and the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic
Relations shall be applicable mutatis mutandis to the AUDA-NEPAD
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CRAC, its property, funds and assets, its premises, the facilities of AUDA-
NEPAD CRAC, the officials of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC and persons
performing missions for AUDA-NEPAD CRAC.
ARTICLE 21
APPLICATION OF THE LAWS OF THE HOST COUNTRY

2. Except as otherwise provided in this Host Agreement, or in the
General Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the Organization
of African Unity, the laws and regulations of the Host Country shall not
apply on the premises of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC.

3. AUDA-NEPAD shall have the power to make rules and regulations
operative within the premises of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC for the purpose
of establishing therein the conditions in all respects necessary for the full
execution of its functions and exercise of its activities in an independent
manner. AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall promptly inform the competent
authorities of the rules and regulations thus enacted in accordance, with
this provision.

4. No law or regulation of the Host Country which is inconsistent
with a regulation of AUDA- NEPAD CRAC shall, to the extent of such
inconsistency, be applicable within the premises of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC.

ARTICLE 22
RESPECT OF NATIONAL LAWS

1. The terms and conditions of privileges and immunities, including
exemptions from taxes and customs charges do not apply to any officials
of the centre who are holders of Egyptian nationality or foreigners who
have permanent residence in Egypt.

2. Without prejudice to the’ privileges and immunities accorded by
this Agreement, it is the duty of all persons enjoying such privileges and
immunities to respect the laws of Egypt and not interfere in the domestic

affairs of the Host Country.
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3. AUDA-NEPAD shall submit an annual return of all its employees
and their rank to the Ministry responsible for Foreign Affairs. The first
submission shall be done within three (3) months of signing this Agreement
and thereafter annually, but not later than 31 day of December, every year.

4. All official business between the Government and AUDA-NEPAD
should be conducted through the Ministry responsible for Foreign Affairs
or such other Government Department as maY be designated by the

Government.
ARTICLE 23
LIAISON FUNCTIONS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE
PARTIES

1. The Host Country shall take all necessary measures to facilitate
the work of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC with appropriate authorities and
international organizations duly accredited within Y™ the jurisdiction of
the Host Country.

2. The Host Country shall designate one or more representatives for the
purpose of liaison with AUDA-NEPAD CRAC.

3. AUDA-NEPAD CRAC shall cooperate at all times with the
appropriate Host Country authorities to facilitate the proper administration
of justice, secure the observance of regulations and prevent the occurrence
of any abuse in connection with the privileges and immunities granted in
the interest of the functions of AUDA-NEPAD CRAC and in accordance
with this Host Agreement.

ARTICLE 24
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

1. This Agreement shall be interpreted in the light of its primary purpose,
which is to enable AUDA-NEPAD CRAC to carry out its functions in a
complete and effective manner.

2. Any dispute arising between the parties from the interpretation or
application of this Agreement or any complementary/supplementary
agreement, shall be settled amicably through consultations and diplomatic
channels.
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3. In the absence of an amicable solution, the parties shall take all
necessary action to resolve any dispute, disagreement or complaint arising
out of this Agreement or any supplementary agreement by any other
mutually agreed settlement method.

ARTICLE 25
SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENTS

1. The Parties may enter into such written supplemental agreements as
may be necessary to fulfil the purposes of this agreement.

2. Supplemental agreements shall enter into force through the same
legal procedures in which this agreement entered into force.

ARTICLE 26
INTERPRETATION

1. The provisions of this Agreement and any supplementary agreement
shall be interpreted in accordance with international law and construed in
the light of its primary purpose, which is to enable AUDA-NEPAD CRAC,
fully and efficiently, to discharge its responsibilities and fulfil its purposes
in the Host Country.

2. In case of disputes arising from the interpretation of one or more
of the articles of this agreement, the parties should resort to the English
version, if there is another version in a different language.

3. The parties, through consultation and negotiation shall settle any
relevant matter for which no provision is made in this Agreement. In that
regard, each party shall give full and sympathetic consideration to any
proposal advanced by the other party under this article.

4. The parties may conclude additional technical annexes, supplementary
agreements or aifangements to facilitate the hosting of AUDA-NEPAD
CRAC and those shall form an integral part of this agreement.
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ARTICLE 27
AMENDMENT

1. This Agreement may be amended in writing by mutual consent at
anytime at the request of either Party.

2. Following any such request to amend, the Parties shall jointly
examine and agree to the appropriate changes to be made to the provisions
of this Agreement.

3. The amendment shall be effected through joint written agreement
between the parties; which shall enter into force through the same legal
procedures in which this agreement entered into force and be Annexed to
this agreement.

ARTICLE 28
REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

1. The parties shall keep each other informed of all relevant activities
pertaining to this collaboration and shall hold consultations as appropriate,
in order to evaluate the progress in the implementation of this Host
Agreement, and to revise and develop new plans for current or prospective
activities.

2. AUDA-NEPAD should report on the implementation of the Host
Agreement to the PRC Subcommittee on the Headquarters and Host
Agreements.

ARTICLE 29
ENTRY INTO FORCE

1. This Agreement shall enter into force provisionally upon its signature
and upon the completion of internal constitutional procedures of the Host
Country.

2. It shall then enter into force definitively upon Gazettement in
accordance with the provisions of the Privileges and Immunities Act of the
Arab Republic of Egypt.
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3. The Host Agreement shall remain in force for a period of five (5)
years and shall be extended automatically, recurrently for the same period
thereafter, except if one of the parties asks to amend it.

ARTICLE 30
TERMINATION

1. This Agreement shall terminate upon either party giving the other
Party’ Six (6) months written notice of termination.

2. This Agreement and any supplementary agreement entered into by
the Host Country and AUDA-NEPAD CRAC within the scope of its terms
of reference, shall cease to be in force six (6) months after either of the
parties has given notice in writing to the other, of its decision to terminate
the Agreement and any other supplementary agreement.

3. Relevant provisions of this Agreement shall continue to be applied
after its termination for the time reasonably required for the settlement of
the affairs of the AUDA-NEPAD CRAC s. and the disposal of property in
the Host Country as well as for the repatriation of personnel UX from the
Host Country as the case may be.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, representatives duly
authorized by the Gogovernment of the Arab Republic of Egypt and the
African Union Commission respectively, I have on behalf of both Parties,
signed this Agreement.
